“Education is the movement from darkness to light” as 
eloquently articulated by Allan Bloom, an American 

Philosopher and a classicist,  this  expression  sees its’s resonance 
in the legacy of St. Aloysius College. Guided by the motto “Lucet 
et Ardet,” meaning ‘Shine to Enkindle,’ the institution has 
ceaselessly illuminated minds, kindling the fl ames of knowledge 
and igniting the path towards intellectual and holistic 
development. 

When the college was fi rst established in 1880 in the beautiful 
city of Mangalore, Karnataka, it was an upper secondary school 
with just 150 pupils and two dedicated instructors, Fr. Joseph 
Willy and Fr. Scholastic Postlewhite. With  time it grew into a 
prestigious institution, and in January 2024 the University Grants 
Commission (UGC) granted it the university status. This 
transition from a small institution to an esteemed university  is a 
testament to the college’s persistent dedication.

The roots of St. Aloysius College trace back to the year 1858 
when the Catholic community of Mangalore petitioned Pope Leo 
XIII to commission the Mangalore Mission to the Society of 
Jesus. The community, primarily comprised of migrants from 
Goa, who sought to instil Western-style education in Mangalore. 
The Pope sanctioned their request in 1878, and nine Jesuits from 
Venice arrived through Mumbai to Mangalore  on December 31, 
1878. 

Under the leadership of Fr. Joseph Willy  in 1880, the fi rst 
rector and principal of the college the institution started its 
journey using a private bungalow, belonging to Mrs. Mary 
Magdalene Coelho as the fi rst class room. The elder Fr. Willy and 
the younger Fr. Postlewhite worked diligently for the noble cause 
of establishing an educational institution in Mangalore and the 
students aff ectionately called the duo, Abraham and Isaac. 

Fr. Angelo Mutti one of the fi rst nine Jesuits, played a pivotal 
role in the construction of the college buildings in nine acres of 
land donated by Mr. Lawrence Lobo Prabhu atop Edyah Hill. The 
design was inspired by the oratory of St. Philip Neri in Rome.The 
stately building was formally opened on 15 February 1885 and 
Fr. Joseph Willy SJ , a well-known educationist in Bombay and 
Karachi  became fi rst Principal of the College. In 1882, the 

College was affi  liated to the Madras University and as early as in 
1892, it secured the First Rank in B.A.

In 1899, Brother Antonio Moscheni, a gifted artist, graced the 
College Chapel with his masterpieces, immortalising the lives of 
Jesus and saints through his exquisite paintings. The Chapel, 
often compared to the Vatican’s Sistine Chapel, is a global 
destination for spiritual inspiration, attracting thousands of 
visitors from around the world. And for thousands of pupils 
throughout generations, it has continued to be a source of spiritual 
inspiration.

As decades unfolded, St. Aloysius  College embarked on a 
transformative journey, blending innovation with unwavering 
commitment to its foundational principles. In 1908, amid the 
backdrop of India’s struggle for independence and Mangalore’s 
growing educational and trade aspirations, St. Aloysius College 
introduced its Science Block, signalling a commitment to modern 
education and scientifi c inquiry. The college saw various 

developments like  establishment of the College Band in 1910, 
The establishment of the St. Aloysius College Museum, known 
as “Aloyseum,” in 1913 initiated by Fr. Chiapi, an Italian Jesuit 
with collection of minerals, a herbarium, and Roman coins 
generously gifted by Collegio Vieta in Italy and the inauguration 
of the New Extension Block in 1946 which currently stands as 
admin block of the University.

When the Evening College was founded in 1966, it became a 
ray of light in the face of economic inequality, giving working 
and economically underprivileged students a lifeline. This 
initiative, which enrolled 160 students in its fi rst year, greatly 
facilitated access to education for people juggling employment 
and school obligations. Because of its success, other universities 
around the country were motivated to implement similar 
approaches to meet the requirements of non-traditional students, 
thereby fostering greater inclusivity and opportunity within the 
education system.

In 1986, St. Aloysius College opened its doors to female 
students, marking a landmark milestone amid changing social 
conventions and the cry for gender equality. This move was a 
refl ection of Mangalore’s progressive stance towards gender 
inclusion and education, as well as India’s expanding social 
fabric. St. Aloysius College was one of the fi rst coeducational 
colleges in Mangalore, setting the benchmark for inclusivity and 
equal educational opportunities for male and female students in 
the coastal region of Dakshina Kannada.

St. Aloysius College embarked on a momentous journey into 
the world of computers in 1985 with the inception of the Aloysius 
Institute of Computer Sciences, pioneering the revolution in 
computer education in Mangalore and Dakshina Kannada. The 
subsequent decades witnessed remarkable strides, including the 
inauguration of the IT Block in 2003 currently named after Fr 
Angelo Maff ei, with its foundation stone laid by Sri Narayana 
Murthy, Founder of Infosys, in 2000. This visionary move was 
further honoured by the presence of Dr. A.P.J Abdul Kalam, 
President of India, who inaugurated the IT Block alongside Sri 
George Fernandes, an esteemed alumnus and then Defence 
Minister of India.

College occurred in 2007 when the affi  liated college became 
autonomous, opening the door to an infi nite amount of creative 
freedom. With this newfound independence, St. Aloysius College 
(Autonomous) became known for its intellectual acumen and for 
paving a trail for other universities to follow, encouraging them to 
embrace innovation and strive for autonomy.

St. Aloysius College has consistently demonstrated a 
commitment to excellence in education, as evidenced by its series 
of notable achievements. Since 2009, the institution has held the 

prestigious designation of a “College with Potential for 
Excellence” by the University Grants Commission, a testament 
to its dedication to academic and overall development. Moreover, 
in 2015, the University Grants Commission recognised St. 
Aloysius College by awarding it the esteemed “DDU Kaushal 
Kendra” for off ering B. Vocational programs, a distinction 
reserved for only a selected few institutions nationwide.

Recognised for its scholarly achievements, St. Aloysius 
College has been named one of India’s top 25 science colleges for 
three years consecutively by the esteemed weekly publication 
“The Week.” The institution attained an impressive “A++” Grade 
with a CGPA of 3.67 out of 4 in the Fourth Cycle of NAAC 
Accreditation in January 2023, proving its persistent commitment 
to upholding high standards of education and institutional 
excellence.

Furthermore, despite being in the tier-III city of the country St. 
Aloysius College’s commitment to excellence is underscored by 

its commendable position in the NIRF-2023 Ranking by the 
Ministry of Education. Ranked 80 among colleges in India, with 
a place among the top two colleges in Karnataka, the institution 
continues to uphold its reputation as one of the premier 
educational institutions in the country educating more than 7000 
students studying  21 Post graduate and 38 undergraduate courses  
along with six PG diploma programmes in its portals.

January 19, 2024, is a day to remember for St Aloysius 
Institutions, Mangaluru. On this day, the good news arrived 

from the Ministry of Education, Government of India, which, on 
the advice of the University Grants Commission (UGC) under 
Section 3 of the UGC Act 1956, declared St. Aloysius College 
(Autonomous), Mangaluru, as St. Aloysius (Deemed to be 
University). The present digital media swiftly disseminated this 
news to the entire world, and within minutes, good wishes and 
compliments began pouring in from all corners, especially from 
the alumni circle. Everyone commenced reminiscing, recollecting, 
and rejoicing the long journey covered since the submission of the 
application for university status in November 2017.

The days of inspection of the proposal, February 1st and 2nd, 
2019, were of great importance, as the UGC/AICTE team 
scrutinized the facilities available on campus for the College to 
qualify as a university. It was during this period that the alumni 
played a vital role by interacting with the team in support of the 
proposal. Eminent personalities from the region, who were 
illustrious alumni of the institution, visited the campus to 
advocate for the claims made by the College in its proposal. The 
alumni association of the College, St. Aloysius College Alumni 
Association (SACAA), organized this meeting, and SACAA 
provided a written assurance to the team that any fi nancial 
implications arising from the new status, exceeding the receipts 
made by the institution, would be met through various fundraising 
programs, philanthropic activities, and networking. It is important 
to note here that the new university requires more physical space 
to accommodate new academic structures, programs, and 
facilities for enhanced research activities. The new university 
will emphasize research activities with a global vision and local 
focus.

The pandemic era from 2020 to 2022 slowed down the approval 
process of the proposal at various levels. Once that hurdle was 

overcome, the alumni joined hands with the College authorities, 
especially the alumni from the 1971 batch, who took a keen 
interest alongside Fr (Dr) Praveen Martis SJ, the then Principal of 
the College, to follow up on the proposal in New Delhi. It was due 
to the goodwill of many alumni of the Jesuit family who have 
assumed key roles at the government level and elsewhere, as well 
as the Jesuits who run this institution, that the proposal could see 
the light of day in the form of the declaration of the college as a 
Deemed to be University.

The Golden reunions organized at the College, starting from 
the 1970 batch onwards, helped the institute build its physical and 
research infrastructure. Major projects contributed by Aloysius 
alumni include the Advanced Instrumentation Center developed 
at the LCRI Block in 2022, the Benjamin Memorial Sports 
Foundation established for the promotion of sports among the 
youth of the college and the region in 2023, and the Olympic-
standard swimming pool built in 2016.

St. Aloysius Alumni Association (SACAA) is a registered 
body under the Co-operative Societies Act, bearing registration 
number 105/99-2000, and has nearly 13,000 life members. It was 
established in 1908 as the Old Boys Association and was renamed 
SACAA in 1989.

The hallmark of Jesuit education in India and the world is its 
strong, well-knit alumni associations. SACAA is a member of the 
Jesuit Alumni Associations of India (JAAI) at the national level 
and the World Union of Jesuit Alumni (WUJA) at the international 
level. This provides ample opportunities for students and alumni 
of Jesuit institutes to network and collaborate. Currently, there 
are four Jesuit Universities in India, including St. Aloysius, 
Mangaluru, and all have very strong alumni bodies. The alumni 
take a keen interest in the progress of the institution by 
contributing their time to participate in major activities, mentoring 
students, and supporting the administration in various endeavors. 
They stand by the institution in every crisis situation and assist 

the leadership in taking control.
SACAA has been organizing the eminent Aloysian award 

biennially since 2008. This year, in 2024, it has started felicitating 
young alumni achievers as well, by presenting the ‘Aloysian 
Youth Icon’ Award. So far, 45 senior alumni and 5 young alumni 
members have been bestowed with these respective prestigious 
awards. These programs have brought signifi cant visibility to the 
alumni association.

SACAA also honors the staff  of the institution for their 
meritorious service of 25 years, organizes medical camps and 
sports events for the staff , and conducts talks for students, staff , 
and the general public, in addition to the grand Annual Reunion 
held every year on the Foundation Day of the Institution 
celebrated on the 12th of January.

The newly formed St. Aloysius Deemed to be University is in 
its transition stage, with the fi rst batch commencing in July 2024. 
The university’s First Vice Chancellor is Rev. Dr. Praveen Vijaya 
Martis SJ, who is also the Director of SACAA. His perseverance 
and steadfast leadership undoubtedly played a signifi cant role in 
the College achieving this long-desired and fi tting title. Now, 
with the support of all stakeholders, including alumni, and the 
visionary leadership of the Jesuits, the newborn university is 
gearing up to embrace new opportunities and challenges. The 
alumni association, with its motto “To give and not count the 
cost,” is delighted to be part of this great transition and encourages 
the public of this region to seize any opportunities that the 
university may off er.

Finally, to the alumni of this institution, remember that 
“Aloysius is your Alma Mater,” and as such, you are and will be 
her torchbearers. Long live St. Aloysius (Deemed to be 
University), Mangaluru!

As a high school student, I landed in 
Mangaluru In the year 1993, and had my 

fi rst glimpse of the depleted and derelict 
paintings in St Aloysius College Chapel. Within 
10 years thereafter, I found myself inside the 
chapel again to witness a breath-taking 
restoration of the entire range of chapel’s 
paintings that had taken place in 1994. It took 
another 10 years for me to land at St Aloysius 
Chapel as a Jesuit priest and a teaching staff  
member of the college. By 2014, There were 
further instances of neglect and deterioration of 
the paintings. The paintings got second lease of 
renovation and restoration in 2019. It is not 
enough for this edifi ce of the campus to receive 
just a description; it requires numerous 
breathers, with more enlightenment and 
exploration to understand them better. The 
more one dwells into them, the more one 
unravels the beauty of the master class work.

In the heart of Mangaluru, amidst the hustle 
and bustle of everyday life, very close to the 
Light House of the Tagore Park  lies the serene 
haven of art and spirituality - the Chapel of St  
Aloysius institutions, which has its pride of 
being  St Aloysius Deemed to be University in 
2024. Tucked away within the walls of the 
chapel are treasures that have withstood the test 
of time, captivating visitors with their timeless 
beauty and profound symbolism. Stepping into 
the chapel is like entering a realm where time 
stands still, and the soul fi nds solace in the 
presence of divine artistry. The walls, adorned 
with vibrant frescoes and canvases, narrate 
stories of faith, redemption, and the eternal 
quest for spiritual enlightenment. Every stroke 
of the brush, every hue of colour, whispers tales 
of devotion and transcendence.

The history of these magnifi cent paintings, 
dates back to the late 19th century when 
Antonio Moscheni SJ, an Italian Jesuit Brother, 

a sculptor, and artist was commissioned to 
embellish the chapel walls. Armed with his 
artistic genius and unwavering faith, Brother 
Moscheni embarked on a journey of creation 
from 1899 to 1902, that would leave an indelible 
mark on generations to come on inner precincts.

As one gazes upon the chapel paintings, one 
cannot help but marvel at the sheer intricacy 
and attention to detail that went into their 
creation. From the majestic depiction of biblical 
scenes to the tender portrayal of saints and 
martyrs, each artwork resonates with a sense of 
divine grace and beauty.

One of the most iconic pieces of paintings in 
the chapel is the stunning portrayal of St 
Aloysius Gonzaga, the patron saint of the 
college, depicted in a state of serene 
contemplation. Beginning with the statue that 
adorns the sanctuary and the paintings above 
the middle aisle that force us to raise our heads 
high have better glimpse on his life.  These 
depictions highlight the sacrifi ces, of a noble 
man who turned  a victim of a plague-stricken 

Italian warrior of faith; his eyes, fi lled with 
unwavering faith and compassion, seem to 
pierce through the depths of one’s soul, inviting 
refl ection and introspection. While his crown of 
earthly glory lies at his feet, the gaze of his 
holiness falls on the master of his heart, the 
crucifi ed Jesus Christ on the cross.

The rest of the aisles have the portrayal of 
Jesus, his life, ministry, passion death, 
resurrection and ascension. Each of the 
depiction is a masterpiece to behold. What 
makes them special, is their perspective. These 
paintings gaze at you before you contemplate 
them. The fl oral decoration surrounding them is 
another marvel of the brother artiSt  He has 
brought in local fl owers, fruits, and vegetables 
to the arches to decorate them. Along with 
them, the ornamentals and borders are knit 
together by the cherubim in multiple numbers - 
the celestial beings considered as higher beings 
of angels. While the upper inner arches 
showcase the saints of the Holy Mother the 
Church, the Lower inner arches depict the 

saints of the Society of Jesus.
But it’s not just the religious imagery that 

captivates the beholder; it’s the sheer artistic 
brilliance that transcends the boundaries of 
time and space. The interplay of light and 
shadow, the delicate brushwork, and the 
harmonious composition, all contribute to the 
ethereal beauty of these masterpieces.

 Brother Antonio was a sculptor fi rSt  His 
every artwork looks like a sculpture. On a two-
dimensional surface, he has created the master 
class three dimensions throughout. The best 
example of this is the fourteen Stations of the 

Cross. Each looks like embossed carving within 
engraved frames. You need an eye for that 
depth. His Italian roots were not missed. He 
brought along with him the world-renowned 
shades of Italian marbles adorning the pillars 
and the inner walls of the chapel.

While the chapel depicts two life stories, one 
of Lord Jesus Christ and the other of St  Aloysius 
Gonzaga, the patron of the University, all 
institutions under Mangalore Jesuit Educational 
Society (MJES) and the icon for the youth. The 
frescoes are engraved on the walls as though 
they stand out like paintings on canvas. While 
canvases adorned on the ceilings above the 
aisles stand out as the engraved paintings 
portrayed directly onto the ceiling frames. 
Frescoes are intricate works of art where the 
artist paints the artworks directly on a wet 
surface while plastering the wall, with an aim of 
the longevity of the paintings. One such 
painting reference is found in the Sistine Chapel 
painted by Michelangelo in the Vatican City of 
Italy. While the canvas paintings are painted on 
cloth or fi xed onto boards. No doubt Brother 
Antonio Moscheni is dubbed as the 
Michelangelo of India.

kind to these works of art. Years of exposure to 
the elements have taken their toll, threatening to 
diminish the brilliance of these sacred paintings. 
Yet, amidst the wear and tear, there shines a 
glimmer of hope - a renewed commitment to 
preserve and protect these invaluable treasures 
for future generations to cherish. Thanks to the 
eff orts of dedicated scholars, conservationists, 
and the St Aloysius   College Jesuit community, 
restoration projects were initiated twice in 120 
years to breathe new life into the chapel 
paintings. Through meticulous cleaning, repair, 

and conservation techniques, the faded colours 
regained their vibrancy, depleted paintings with 
leakage and seepage and the once-diminished 
glory of the artworks were restored. The 
restoration of the chapel paintings not only 
serves as a testament to the enduring legacy of 
Brother Moscheni’s artistry, but also reinforces 
the importance of preserving our cultural 
heritage for posterity. These paintings are more 
than mere works of art; they are living 
testimonies to the power of faith that draws 

closer to divine entity, creativity that unleashes 
our aesthetic senses, and the human spirit that 
los to connect with the divine.

As visitors fl ock to the Chapel of St  Aloysius 
College, they are greeted not only by the breath-
taking beauty of its paintings but also by the 
profound sense of reverence and awe that 
permeates its sacred space. In a world fraught 
with turmoil and uncertainty, these timeless 
treasures serve as beacons of hope, guiding us 
towards a brighter tomorrow.

In the quiet solitude of the chapel, amidst the 
whispers of prayer and the gentle fl icker of 
candlelight, one can’t help but be moved by the 
sheer magnifi cence of the chapel paintings. 
They are not merely decorations adorning the 
walls but windows into the divine, inviting us to 
embark on a journey of spiritual discovery and 
enlightenment.

So, the next time you fi nd yourself in 
Mangaluru, take a moment to step inside the 
Chapel of St  Aloysius Deemed to be University. 
Allow yourself to be transported to a realm 
where art and spirituality converge, where the 
past meets the present, and where beauty knows 
no bounds. And as you stand in awe before these 
sacred paintings, may you be inspired to cherish 
and preserve the timeless treasures that enrich 
our lives and nourish our souls.

A place doesn’t become a University merely 
by changing nameboards. In fact, one of 

my students was correctly perplexed about how 
one particular change would be brought about. 
For years altogether, the gothic façade of the 
Admin Block has dotted a grill with St Aloysius 
College (SAC) embossed at the center. When 
the sun sets on the horizon of Idgah Hill and the 
Arabian sea graces Mangalore with its waves, 
the iconic acronym casts a lucid shadow on the 
blue and white walls, carrying with it the 
footsteps of scores of successful and 
hardworking Aloysians. How exactly does one 
gather the heart to change those grills?

I vividly recall during the COVID-19 
lockdowns the nation was introduced to a new 
word and many jokes and memes followed as a 

result. I too hopped on to the bandwagon and 
quipped “Why is it St Aloysius College 
(Autonomous) and not St Aloysius College 
(Atmanirbhar)?” My social media post went 
somewhat viral as legions of Aloysians 
resonated with the idea. When I shared the same 
with one of my professors, he calmly replied, 
“until we become a University, we can never 
truly and fully be self-reliant.” Today with that 
announcement a few months old, our fond 
institute marches on towards the path of self-
reliance.

The Freedom of Scripting Curricula
I was a student of the Autonomous College 

when the high-level panel visited the campus to 
evaluate our application for the Deemed to be 
University status. As part of their student 
meeting I recall the then UGC Chairman 

remarking “If all of you feel that the college is 
already so nice, why do you want to be upgraded 
to a University?” 

The Students’ Council response to the same 
was mainly research and curriculum focused, 

emphasizing the need for freedom to design a 
syllabus and system of education which would 
be up-to-date and enabled graduates to tackle 
real-world problems.

Translating Transition: A tale of 
St Aloysius’ Transformation

In this transition period I have already sensed fi rsthand the raw 
desire for this Deemed to be University to become a receptacle of 
intellectual change and ground-level development.

Now as we are well into the transition and my Department is 

updating our syllabus for the fi rst-ever BOS as a Deemed to be 
University, I see that aspiration being realized. 

Rather than rely solely on the regulations of Mangalore 
University, our syllabus can now function from a position of 
deep-learning pedagogy and relevant and local texts can be at the 
core of this attempt. Paired with the roadmap of the New 
Educational Policy (NEP), this freedom is both liberating and 
exciting as an educator. Papers like “Cultures of Dakshina 
Kannada in Translation” for instance, can now expound notions 
of Literary Theory and Translation through the culturally relevant 
texts originally written in Tulu, Konkani, and Kannada amidst 
other languages. Likewise, oral narratives and paardanas can be 
properly explored under the new syllabus-framing rules. 

Liminal, But Not Quite
The transition phase is defi nitely being felt by the students. At the 
postgraduate level our programme often talks about the 
importance of the “liminal” or the “in-between” spaces. At this 
stage, the institute is defi nitely in such a liminal space. 

In this regard, there is an evident FOMO (fear of missing out) 
amongst my II MA students who are on the cusp of graduating. 
As I discuss with them the scope of reforms in examinations and 
the kind of papers, best practices, and pedagogical possibilities 
which can now be ushered in, they are both sad at not being part 
of such a changed platform and at the same time excited for the 
students who will go on to join the University in the immediate 
years to come. 

Of course this is not to say that the kind of experience that they 
have had at the Autonomous College has not already been on par 
with that of a University. The Jesuits have always championed 
educational choices centered on the principle of “Magis”- of 
always giving more. Thus, the campus in recent years has always 
buzzed with the precise sort of atmosphere and student-centered 
activities which are staple at a varsity campus. 

Moreover, the Ignatian pedagogy which is at the heart of any 
Jesuit education is to be seen full-fl edged at the campus, with the 
emphasis on context, experience, refl ection, action and evaluation 
method. In all our courses we are already keen on fi rst putting 
societal needs and human values at the core of all practices. This 
is pivotal to the role any university must play in society- to be a 
beacon of innovation and growth which is human-centered. In a 
city like Mangalore and within the cultural plurality of Dakshina 
Kannada and Udupi, such an ethos is the need of the hour. In that 
respect, brand Aloysius already functioned at University level. If 
in doubt, look up Aloysian Leagues on any social media platform 
of your choice.

Built, Not Staged
At the sidelines of a Theatre Festival which was recently held in 
association with the University’s Ranga Adhyana Kendhra for 
promoting theatre, culture, and heritage, one of the student 
volunteers gave me an apt metaphor for this transition period. 
Translating from Kannada, the student remarked that, “a play is 
built, not staged.” That phrase stuck with me. 

Any institute of education is more than just the infrastructure 

which supports it. The sprawling campus is already one of the 
greenest in the country and state-of-the-art laboratories, centres, 
and facilities already dot the premises, including an Olympic 
standard swimming pool. However, there is more to a university 
than just these visual spectacles. 

In this transition period I have already sensed fi rsthand the raw 
desire for this Deemed to be University to become a receptacle of 
intellectual change and ground-level development. The Rector of 
St Aloysius Institutions, Rev. Fr Melwin Joseph Pinto SJ when 
announcing key appointments made it clear that over the next 
crucial year or two, we must all refl ect on the simple question 
“How is St Aloysius Deemed to be University going to be 
diff erent from the several other Universities in this country?” The 
answer to that question is still being crafted but as a student-
turned staff  of this old institute, I am confi dent that such an ethos 
of diff erence is already part of the Aloysian DNA.

Having said that, infrastructural changes are also part of the 
process. 

Change is afoot though. I sit writing these words whilst sipping 
iced-tea from a student-powered campus startup. From my 
cabin’s windows I glance upon the centenary ground which is 
now slowly being prepped for the construction of a majestic 
sports complex. Upon its completion, close to the landmark of 
150 years of the inception of this beacon of education, a 
University-level sporting edifi ce will be a part of the campus 
facilities. Change is tactile and visible.  

Youth at Heart
Going further than the brick-and-mortar structures, a university is 
truly the men and women who run it. In that regard, the transition 

has brought with it a slew of fresh appointments and new offi  ces. 
In this respect one angle is clear- a vision of the future, brought 
forth by the future, with youthful representation at its core.

India’s strength as a nation has always rested with its youth and 
the fresh batch of appointments rightly refl ects the same. On a 
personal level, my moment of joy came when my colleague who 
was once a classmate was appointed as the Head of her 
Department- the youngest such appointment in recent times. Of 
course, such a change is not an outlier event. The newly appointed 
Vice Chancellor, Rev. Dr Praveen Martis SJ is himself amongst 
the youngest names to occupy the coveted position and it is in his 
youthful and future-oriented vision that such a degree of trust in 
the younger names of the University is realized. Speaking to the 
newly joined staff  at the culmination of a Certifi cate Course in 
Teaching Excellence last year, Dr Martis had laid out his desire to 
bring more youngsters- students and staff , to the decision-making 
table. In doing so, his own vision of internationalization of the 
institute was put across in meaningful fashion.

Now, going forward the key is to draw all these ambitions and 
goals together in systematic fashion. In name alone, the transition 
will be complete in a matter of years, but the full work will take 
many more. As a newly-joined student and staff  I was always 
struck by awe at the sheer age of this place. Today, I am more 
impressed by the volume of ambitions that this citadel of 
knowledge holds and stands for. In that respect, I am confi dent 
that an atmanirbhar attitude will reside here for now and 
forevermore!
